	Preface
What is a Contract? 

A contract is a binding agreement between 2 equal parties, each having input into the arrangement. 

Why A Cell Phone Contract?

Cell phone have become so common in our daily lives, that it can be difficult to understand the etiquette from 1 place to another. The purpose for this contact is to establish the following: 

1) When can we use our cell phone during a scouting event
2) What can we do with our cell phones

3) What will happen if we breach this contract

4) How often can we review and revise this contract

	Policies at a Glance

Meeting Policy

Share Time: Scoutmasters will always allow a “Share Time” 10-min before meetings. We can share pictures, memes, or other age-appropriate, non-judgmental, non-discriminatory information with friends.

Airplane Setting: all of our cell phones will be placed on Airplane mode at the start of each meeting, and remain in that mode for the entirety of the meeting.

No Reveal: at the start of each meeting and throughout, there will be a ‘No Reveal’ Policy. This means that you pledge not to reveal your cell phone from anywhere throughout any point of the meeting. 

“Hold The Phone” Box: if a scout breaches the above policies, a scoutmaster may request the cell phone. It will be placed in a simple “Hold The Phone” box, and can be retrieved at the end of each meeting.
Outings Policy

All of the policies named above apply to outings. In addition, see the following.

No Down-Time Policy: downtime on a week-end event does not grant immunity from the contract. 

‘For Purpose’ Policy: at times, a cell phone is needed and very useful during outings. These times are limited solely to the following and under the direct approval of the SPL or Scoutmaster: 

· Looking up a recipe

· Using a map

· Using GPS

· Checking the weather

· Using it for specific advancement purposes

· Using it as a camera for an approved photo

· Doing homework

“Hold The Phone” Box: if a scout breaches the above policies, a scoutmaster may request the cell phone. It will be placed in a simple “Hold The Phone” box, and can be retrieved at the end of the outing.

Parent Contact Policy

Scoutmaster is the Gatekeeper: in order to keep us safe and accounted for, all parent communication goes through my scoutmaster, or with direct approval from my scoutmaster. If it is an urgent matter, please let the adults (e.g., parents to scout leaders) determine how and when to make contact. 
Misuse Policy

Repeated Policy Breach: a repeated breach of policy may lead to the following:
· Parent contact, and request for the cell phone to remain at home before any scouting events;

· An immediate “Hold the Phone” box placement of the phone upon arrival to any scout event;

· ANY misuse of cell phones that use pornography, sexist depictions, or any images/ videos that could possibly make another person uncomfortable will lead to immediate confiscation & parental contact. Additional disciplinary procedures at the scoutmaster’s discretion will be considered.
